SOME PTSD
Statistics

A survey of 4,023 adolescents ages 12 to 17, 1.8 million adolescents have been
 sexually assaulted, 3.9 million have been physically assaulted, 2.1 million have
been subjected to physically abusive punishment, and 8.8 million have
 witnessed  violence. (National Institute of Justice, 1995).

Nearly one-third of all rape victims develop Rape-Related Post-Traumatic
Stress Disorder (RR-PTSD) sometime during their lifetimes, and more than
eleven  percent still suffer from it (National Center for Victims of Crime & Crime
Victims Research and Treatment Center, 1992).

80% of young adults who had been abused met the diagnostic criteria for at
least 1 psychiatric disorder at the age of 21 (including depression, anxiety,
 eating disorders, & post-traumatic stress disorder).

Children who experience child abuse & neglect are 59% more likely to be
arrested as a juvenile, 28% more likely to be arrested as an adult, and 30%
more likely to commit violent crime.
