Alan DeMase, a Cleveland Brothers
employee and his wife, Jody, a server at Hoss's
first became foster parents in 2004 when their
biological daughter, Sarah, came home from
school and was upset that her friend Desiree,
who was in foster care, was going fo be
moved. Sarah wanted to help and convinced
her parents that opening their home was the
right thing to do. Desiree moved in with the
DeMase family, and was later adopted, joining
Sarah and the couple’s younger biological
daughter, Emily.

Over the years, the DeMase’s have
provided homes for six foster children and
have also opened their home for respite care.
Recently, the family adopted three siblings,
Ashley, 13, Harley, 10, and Destiny, 8. The
children had lived with the DeMase family for
a couple of years as foster children before
being adopted.

According to Mrs. DeMase, the Adelphoi
Foster/Adoption caseworkers have supported
them “tremendously,” helping them get answers
and support for their family and the children.
She noted, “I would not want to attempt (to be
a foster parent) without the extra support that

Adelphoi caseworkers give.”

Mrs.  DeMase recommends
Adelphoi’s foster programs to other
families because of its support
programs, such as the Foster Parent
Association. It helps foster parents
connect with other foster parents through
events and participation in activities.

Maggie Dugan, past caseworker
for the family, noted that Jody and Alan
are “the most dedicated, caring, selfless
and loving individuals | have ever met.
They go above and beyond to ensure
that the children they come in contact
with feel love and support as a part of a
family.”

Paul Johnson, Resource Family Recruiter,
noted that Jody and Alan “role model a family
that integrates their foster and adoptive
children into the routine of their family life.”

Alan and Jody have taken children placed
in their home on family vacations to Florida
and on a cruise to the Bahamas. They
encourage and support the children to be
involved in extra curricular activities. Jody
volunteers for her church, is an active member

of the Adelphoi Village Foster Parent
Association and ensures that the children get to
all of their appointments, activities, and visits.
Alan volunteers with Boy Scouts, soccer teams
and church youth groups. Despite their busy
schedules, the DeMase’s manage to include
family dinners, game nights and other fun
activities.

Much has begun with much more
yet to come.

Here are several highlights of our strategic
positioning:

Organizational Restructuring

We have reorganized Adelphoi USA to
enable us to better serve our customers, as well
as respond to the ever-tightening belts at the
state and federal levels. Adelphoi USA now
consists of separate subsidiaries including the
newly created Adelphoi Education, Inc. and the
Adelphoi Foundation, along with existing
Adelphoi Village, Dr. Robert Ketterer Charter
School, and Homes Build Hope, each with a
chief operating officer that reports directly to me.
This new structure will enable us to be more
effective and efficient in our mission.

Focus on the Family

Research shows over and over that empow-
ering families to use available resources,
helping parents to be more engaged in their
child’s treatment and education fosters greater
success for the child academically and
behaviorally. Therefore, we are growing our
current programs, and adding new ones, which
increase the opportunities for families to participate
in their children’s treatment and education. This

will be accomplished in many
ways.  We plan to establish
more in-home programs such
as additional  Multisystemic
Therapy teams in underserved
locales; implement new
evidence-based programs that
have been shown to increase
family involvement and
functioning; and develop a
greater presence throughout
central and eastern
Pennsylvania. That gives our
families the ability to be more
directly involved in these much-
needed programs because they
will now be closer in proximity to
where our families reside.

Restructuring Our Management Team

We have reorganized our current adminis-
trative leadership across the organization
to align their talent in a manner that best
addresses the goals, strategies and activities of
our organization. This new structure will enable
us fo concentrate more fully on each program
area; to raise the bar academically and behav-
iorally for our students; to give us the ability to
add new programs as the need arises; and to
ramp-up our fundraising within the private
sector.

A key, new leadership position has been
added to address critical matters of public policy
and support our new Adelphoi Foundation
through a stronger focus on fundraising.  With
all of the changes that have occurred at the state
and federal levels, and many more anticipated
within this decade, our new Assistant to the CEO
for Public Policy and Development will position
Adelphoi to conform to these mandates at the
same time we strengthen our programs and
deepen our connection with the private sector.

While these changes are essential to the
long-term health of Adelphoi USA, as it is with
any change, there can be the expectation
of some pain. Financial, geographical and
logistical challenges have caused us to make the
hard decision to consolidate some of our
services. Our best wishes go out to the many
friends we have at Northern Tier in Potter County.

But there is also much good to come. As we
raise the bar of achievement for the children and
families in our care, we will raise the bar of
achievement for our programs... seeking to do
more, better and more efficiently. Our organiza-
tion is positioned to serve the needs of children,
families and communities well into the twenty-
first century.

ADELPHOI VILLAGE EMBRACES
AGGRESSION REPLACEMENT TRAINING

Adelphoi Village has taken the
initiative to improve ifts treatment
approach to working with juvenile
offenders through the adoption of
Aggression Replacement Training.
Adelphoi Village has always taken a
proactive stance in incorporating effec-
tive, evidence-based treatment models
with the population of clients we serve.
In September of 2009, six representatives
from Adelphoi Village attended the
facilitator  trainings for Aggression
Replacement Training (ART) that were
sponsored by Allegheny County Juvenile
Probation and Perseus House.

The staff that has been trained in ART
now shares the goal of building the ART
curriculum  throughout the various
programs in our agency. Our facilitators

Father Paschal Morlino, O.S.B.,
founder of Adelphoi Village, celebrated 25
years as pastor of Saint Benedict Church in
Baltimore, MD.

have successfully completed groups in
programs that include: male secure, male
anger management, intensive supervision
female and male residential treatment.
We are looking to expand the curriculum
into male sex offender and female secure
units in the summer of 2010.

The ART curriculum is evidence based
and focuses on increasing socially adaptive
behavior in adolescent offenders. Perseus
House has constructed an important
treatment curriculum that empowers and
educates adolescents on the importance
of recognizing the impact of unmanaged
anger in their lives. Our facilitators hope
to effectively use the ART curriculum to
help our clients develop effective tools to
improve their moral reasoning as a
means to assist the client with developing

houses and begin construction of 85
apartment units for senior citizens. He has
given hope and rebirth to a neighborhood.

The MST (Multisystemic Therapy) Fayette
Team was recently recognized for exceptional
treatment outcomes and adherence results
covering the last year of treatment (January
1 — December 31, 2009.)

MST has devoted considerable resources
to quality assurance mechanisms aimed at
enhancing MST treatment fidelity because
ongoing research supports the link between
therapist adherence to MST treatment
principles and youth outcomes. The higher
the treatment adherence reported by
families receiving treatment, the more likely
positive outcomes will be obtained.

Through a quality assurance process
that includes monthly calls, MST Services,
Inc., reviews various clinical and administrative
agenda with the Adelphoi Village MST
leadership team, addressing fidelity measures
of the treatment model. During the February

highlighting the strengths of each Adelphoi
Village team (12 teams) and our Network
Partner teams (25 teams) according to the
fidelity markers set by MST Services, Inc. for
all licensed sites.

The MST Fayette team was recognized
for an exceptional Overall Adherence score
of .854. The Overall Adherence target is set at
.61 for MST teams. These scores are generated
from a 28 item measure developed from
clinical trials that evaluates the therapist as
reported by the family. Outcome data of
youth remaining at home, youth with no
new arrests and youth completing treatment
continue to be high for this team as well.

Multisystemic Therapy team initiated in
Pennsylvania through Adelphoi Village in
1999, having the privilege to work with many

DR. ROBERT KETTERER CHARTER SCHOOL
EXPANDS CAREER EXPLORATION
OPPORTUNITIES FOR STUDENTS

During the 2008-2009 school year,
Dr. Robert Ketterer Charter School
piloted an after-school career exploration
experience in partnership with Eastern
Westmoreland Career and Technology
Center. Through this initiative, students
were able to explore a variety of trades
including Culinary Arts, Building Trades,
Office Technology, and Computer Repair.

New areas of
exploration include carpentry, robotics,
cosmetology, and HVAC systems.

So far, students in
building trades made quilt racks and
an entertainment center for a group
home. Students in robotics created
robots for possible competition at
California University of PA. Culinary
arts students prepared meals for a
local shelter and cosmetology students
obtained the skills necessary to gain

Founded in 1992, Homes Build Hope, a service of Adelphoi USA, is a
not-for-profit whose mission is to provide safe, affordable housing for lower
income individuals and families.

In 1994, Homes Build Hope, then known as Westmoreland CHODO,
purchased its first properties and provided five units for rent. Currently, HBH
manages 80 properties and owns over 170 units.

Homes Build Hope remains committed to rejuvenating Westmoreland
County by rehabilitating existing facilities and by building new construction
for lower income residents.

In addition, Homes Build Hope works with a task force of community
organizations to address the issue of finding affordable housing for those
in need.

This past fall, Homes Build Hope partnered with Connect, Inc. to revitalize
the 3rd floor of their Maple Street building, creating the Safe Harbor
Program. The Safe Harbor Program is a form of supportive housing that
serves twelve hard-to-reach homeless men and women with serious mental
illness who have been unable or unwilling to comply with the rules and
expectations of traditional community-based services and other homeless
assistance programs. The same building is also home to the Welcome Home
Shelter, another program of Connect, Inc.

The Safe Harbor project was a collaborative effort between Connect, Inc.,
Homes Build Hope and Westmoreland County, and was funded by a number
of foundations and organizations, including the Staunton Farm Foundation,
Richard King Mellon Foundation, Community Foundation of Westmoreland
County, PNC Charitable Trust, Federal Home Loan Bank, Robertshaw
Foundation, Southwestern PA Human Services, Westmoreland County, and
Homes Build Hope. A dedication of the shelter was held in November.

MIDDLE
CREEK
MALE SECURE

Middle Creek | has undergone a
number of positive changes
throughout the past year. Since May
2009, clients have developed
creative means of earning money to
pay towards their restitution and
fines as a part of the Balanced and
Restorative Justice (BARJ) Act.
Projects such as snow removal
during the harsh winter assisted the
boys in earning additional funds as
well as community service hours.

Most recently, clients in the
program completed a two day
Victim/Community ~ Awareness
Curriculum which opened a path
for great discussions regarding
community safety and victim
impact, as well as family and
personal impacts.

Beginning in February and
continuing on a weekly basis, six
Middle Creek residents have been
involved in the Post Traumatic Stress
Disorder curriculum which runs for
15 weeks. Nick Ashley and Rachel
Dorko have been facilitating this
weekly group. All kids involved in
this program have displayed great
time and energy in coping with their
trauma and focusing on developing
appropriate skills that will allow
them to move in positive directions
with their lives.

Middle Creek | was also one of
the lucky programs to have been a
part of the ART group pilot. Clients
attended this intensive program to
develop identifiers and coping skills
in dealing with anger in many
different ways.

BLAIR COUNTY JUVENILE COURT
BEGINS PTSD IN-HOME SERVICES

Beginning in January 2010, Blair
County Juvenile Probation established
an outpatient Post Traumatic Stress
Disorder (PTSD) Program through
funding from the Needs Based Budget
for juvenile offenders. Nick Ashley,
PTSD Services manager, assisted in
designing the program for Blair
County.

Throughout the years, Blair County
Juvenile Probation has been following
Alternative Rehabilitation Communities’
(ARC) progress in the development and
implementation of the PTSD curriculum
for girls in residential placement along
with the success of the PTSD Project site
at the Westmoreland County Juvenile
Probation Department. In 2008, Judge
Arthur Grim, Chairman of the Juvenile
Court Judges’ Commission, urged
juvenile courts and probation officers to
routinely screen for PTSD and ensure
that qualified professionals in the
community provide treatment to those
in need. Blair County Probation
contacted Addie Beighley, Director of
Juvenile Probation in Westmoreland

County, and Deborah Ciocco, Project
Coordinator of the PA Post Traumatic
Stress Disorder Project to learn more
about their program and also the PTSD
Aftercare Program. Adelphoi Village
was then contracted to develop an in-
home PTSD service program for Blair
County youth.

The Blair County PTSD program is
designed to engage court-ordered
(both probation and children and
youth), adolescents with a documented
history of trauma, behavioral support
and psychoeducation on their PTSD
related signs and/or symptoms. The
program offers 12 to 15 weeks of
services to youth who meet the
following established criteria:

The male or female adolescent

client must be on probation through

Blair County Juvenile Probation or

receiving services from Blair County

Children and Youth Services.

The youth must currently reside

within a home environment outside

of residential care or be close to
discharge from a residential program.

The youth must have a documented
history of trauma within their file.
The youth must present safe, adaptive,
and stable behavior and must not
pose a risk to their safety or the
safety of others.

The youth must be a willing

participant in the program and

have a desire to work towards
increasing safe and responsible
behavior within their lives.

The youth should have suitable

transportation  for  scheduled

appointments.

To begin this process, Nick Ashley
and Deb Ciocco provided training on
the PTSD Project to staff of the Blair
County Juvenile Probation, Children
and Youth, victim services, and child
service providers. This necessary step
enabled the staff to get onboard in
the knowledge of PTSD signs and
symptoms.

He had lost both of his
parents by the time he was 12. He
had also lived with two different
foster families before the court
finally ~ sent  him  across
Pennsylvania to Adelphoi from his
hometown of Scranton.

When Dan first arrived at
Adelphoi Village, he stayed in the
Adelphoi House. About a year
later, he moved to Greystone
Home. Everyone at Greystone
Home quickly became his family,
so when he was told that it was
time for him to go to a foster
family, he fought it. When he was
sent for a weekend to Bob and
Sue Cammarata’s home, he was
determined to do everything he
could to make sure that they
would not like him. Fortunately for
Dan, they did not give up. Bob
and Sue are Dan’s family today,
the grandparents to his children,
Janet and Danielle, and great-
grandparents to his grand-
daughter, Mackenzie Rose.

Today, Dan is the mayor of Mt.
Morris, Michigan. He was elected
to a four-year term, and took
office in November 2009.
